In reply to your question of 20th April 2004, each country has a different system of licensing and approvals. Some, like the UK, require pilots, balloons, and operators to be approved for Public Transport operations. Many other countries are less formal, but this is likely to change - particularly within Europe - as harmonisation of requirements takes effect. Check with your national aviation authority.
Public Transport balloon operations bring additional responsibilities for 'a duty of care' to fare paying passengers. It is for this reason, and the tendency towards litigation in some countries, that a significant increase in insured value over the normal level for private flying is recommended. Combined Single Limit (CSL) insurance of between £1,000,000 and £2,000,000 at 1999 values (US$1,600,000 - US$3,200,000) is likely to be adequate in all countries except the USA and related legal systems. Check locally - and carefully. The need for adequate insurance can be underestimated - until you need it!
