The idea of the Dance o'Clock event is to have fun and to raise money. Dancers must collect sponsorship for their chosen charity and need a personalised sponsor form that will attract interest. It must: 
· be one side of A4 (Word or Publisher)
· include information about the dancer and their chosen charity (they should have chosen 1 from your original list of 5) 
· indicate the time slots when this dancer will be taking part 
· tell the sponsor about the event and how their money will help 
· help the dancer to organise their sponsorship 
· tell the dancer what to do once they have collected their money.
