Further to our consultation meeting, I am now in the process of finalising arrangements for the party fund raising event. The group members and I have tried hard to keep costs to a minimum by selecting appropriate and cost effective activities. Despite our efforets it is clear that without further financial support we can not ensure the success of this event.
